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Rules for the award of “The President of India,
Dr. Shankar Dayal Sharma Gold Medal”.
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The Medal will be awarded each year to the best student of the year of the
University of any Faculty irrespective of his being under-graduate or post-graduate for
“General Proficiency’ in academic, sports and games and social activities.

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The percentage of marks obtained by each candidate at all the
examinations of the entire degree/post-graduate course will be calculated and
six marks will be allotted for every 10 marks obtained in the percentage. For
the remaining marks, this will be allotted in the ratio of 10:6. In case the
figure being worked to one decimal figure is upto.4, the lower whole number
will be taken and if it .5 and above, it will be increased to the next higher
whole no. The same rule will be applied for determining the percentage of
marks,
